April 2008

Snow and Flames proved no match to members of the Marigold Board, which held its Annual
General Meeting in Strathmore on April 22, 2008. The AGM was part of the regular board
meeting.

Marigold’s Annual Report was presented by Chair Sheila Macklin and Carlee Pilikowski,
Communications Officer. The Chair noted that 2007 was a banner year, with “fantastic” growth —
the City of Airdrie, Rocky View M.D. and the Town of Cochrane were welcomed as members of
Marigold during 2007. She noted that Marigold has moved closer to achieving VISION 2010, and
now serves 94% of the possible population.

The audit for 2007 was presented by representatives of Gregory, Harriman & Associates, which
was reappointed as auditors for 2008.

Elections and appointments to committees: Prior to the election, the Board approved suspending
three paragraphs of the Constitution in order to comply with the Libraries Act and Regulation plus
the proposed amendments to the Marigold Agreement. The Executive Committee can now
consist of up to 10 voting members.

Lynda Lyster was declared Chair of the Marigold Board. Lynda is the Board member from M.D. of
Bighorn. She has been on the Board since 2006 and on the Executive since April 2007. She
takes over from Sheila Macklin, who has been on the Board since 1988 and has chaired since
2003.

During the regular Board meeting, the updated Lobbying Plan for Provincial Government was
accepted as were updates from the Standing Committees. The Board also accepted Budget
2008 Revised, with revenue of $3,791,705.

The Board approved all amendments to the Agreement, including Schedules A, B, and C. The
amended Agreement is being sent to participating councils for approval. Sixty percent of
councils, representing 60% of the participating population must approve the amended Agreement
in order to have it come into effect. Schedule C is proposed for three years (2009-2011) with no
changes to the levy for municipalities, and $4.50 per capita (down from $4.61) for municipal
library boards.

Rowena Lunn, Director, announced that RISE (Rural Information Services initiativE) has received
$3.7 million from Rural Alberta’s Development Fund. Work on implementing a video-conference
network among the libraries of Southern Alberta will begin in the summer. Marigold, Shortgrass
and Chinook Arch are the partners in RISE.

The next meeting of the Marigold Board will be in Rockyford on Saturday, August 23.

August 2008

Marigold Board held its 110th Board meeting in the Village of Rockyford on Saturday,
August 23, 2008. It was a well attended meeting, with thirty-seven delegates, guests, and
staff enjoying Rockyford’s hospitality. This is the seventh time that the Marigold Board has
met in Rockyford (the fifth meeting held in August).

Chair Lynda Lyster called the meeting to order, and introduced a number of new delegates:
Barb Archer (Cochrane), Lisa Constantini (Irricana), Marilyn King (Chestermere), Matrj
Olafson (Acme), Erica Dodge (Kananaskis), and Leigh Somers (Carbon). During the
meeting, Carol Anne Maisey was reaffirmed as Vice Chair, this was business tabled from
the Annual General Meeting in April. Carol Anne is the Board member from the Town of
High River.

Lynda started off the ‘what is your favourite book?’ segment by reading an excerpt from
Carl Lewis’ book ‘Inside Track'. (Just for the record, 'Pride and Prejudice’, 'Five Smooth
Stones’, and 'A Fine Balance’ each got two mentions!) Mary Marshman (Rockyford library
board chair) welcomed the delegates on behalf of the Village of Rockyford, and was
presented with certificates for the Rockyford Library Board and the Village of Rockyford.

The revised 2008 budget was discussed, including a separate bank account for the RISE
funding (as per Executive Committee recommendation), and the movement of funds to the
book budget. Director Rowena Lunn gave some background on RISE, and the funding
process. 2009 budget estimates were also addressed.

Revised Board Member Compensation and Finance policies (both from the Executive
Committee), and a Communication Plan (Advocacy Committee) were presented by Sheila
Macklin, Carol Anne Maisey, and Helen Veno respectively. Karen Labuik gave a brief
definition/description of e-consulting, an addition to the Communication Plan.

Lynda Lyster reported that amendments to the Marigold Agreement have passed under the
60/60 rule. Those municipalities that have not responded will be encouraged to have their
vote recorded. Kristen Anderson presented Governance Committee work on the
Constitution and Bylaws. The Committee will bring the recommended amendments to the
November Board meeting. Karen Labuik, on behalf of the Advocacy Committee, discussed
crafting better lobbying arguments, and presented a 5 minute group hands-on assignment
on ‘active’ writing. lan Morgan presented a synopsis of the ALTA (Alberta Library Trustees
Association) meeting in Edmonton at the end of June.

As part of the Consent agenda, the Board received (as information) Committee, Staff,
Facility, TRAC, and RISE reports, and the financial statements to June 30, 2008.

Chair Lynda Lyster declared October as Canadian Library Month (“Your library, your
world”) throughout Marigold, and signed the proclamation. The proclamation was drafted
by Karen Labuik, who mentioned there will be information packages for libraries and
municipal councils. (Watch for Political Action Day, as part of Library Month).

The next Marigold Board meeting will be held on Saturday, November 22 and will be
hosted by the MD of Rocky View; while the January 2009 meeting will be a video link
between Airdrie and Hanna.

RISE: Rural Information Services initiativE

RISE is a collaborative approach to enhancing local
community services through a “partnership of partnerships”.
Regional Library Systems are partnerships of the member
municipalities. RISE is a partnership of three regional
library systems: Marigold, Chinook Arch and Shortgrass.

Using the Alberta SuperNet, the RISE videoconference
network will reach more than 450,000 people in 89 rural
municipalities throughout southern Alberta, enhancing and
adding to existing library services. The service will be
particularly beneficial to the many remote communities
which currently have no other publicly accessible facility for
distance education, government information and resources,
and other initiatives which attempt to reach those in rural
communities.

RISE addresses all pillars of the Alberta Rural
Development Strategy by bringing new services to rural
communities to improve community capacity and quality of
life; assisting rural health delivery; improving learning and
skills development; and fostering economic growth through
enhanced local library service.

To date: staff have been hired, the Phase one pilot libraries
identified in each system, an RFP for equipment supply and
installation drafted, and discussions begun with libraries
identifying community needs and establishing community
partnerships.

The pilot libraries for the Marigold Library System are:
Airdrie, Drumheller, Hanna, Okotoks, Rockyford and
Trochu. The pilot experience will then help RISE staff
determine the standards and requirements for rolling the
service out to the remaining libraries.

RISE has secured funding for three years to increase rural
library capacity by establishing this videoconference
service. An agreement with Rural Alberta’s Development
Fund (RADF) is providing most of the funding. Other
sources include the Public Library Development Initiative
(PLDI) from Alberta Municipal Affairs, and The Alberta
Library (APLEN).

Your letters of support for RISE were instrumental in
securing funding. Thank you. We will keep you informed as
the service is established and grows.

January 2008

The January Board meeting was a video-conference with Board members in front of cameras in
the Chestermere Library and the Town of Hanna Council Chambers. A total of 33 Board members,
alternates and guests were present, along with six staff. Greetings were given by Mayor Mary
Collins of Hanna and Maxine McKellar, Chair of the Chestermere Library board.

In absence of Chair Shelia Macklin, Vice-Chair Carol Anne Maisey (High River) chaired the
meeting from Chestermere. Former Chair, Frank VanderKley (Trochu) served as vice-chair from
Hanna.

The Board accepted reports and updates on the Consent Agenda, as well as the Resource
Sharing Policy and Schedules to the Collection Management and Transfer Payments policies. The
schedules reflect including Cochrane (Nan Boothby Memorial Library) in the materials allocations
and services grant schedules.

The Board accepted the RISE report as presented by Rowena Lunn, Director. The Rural
Information Services initiativE, a partnership of Chinook Arch, Shortgrass and Marigold regional
library systems, will use SuperNet to implement a video-conference network to link the three
headquarters; the two large urban libraries and 78 medium and small libraries. Funding has been
received from APLEN (Alberta Public Library Electronic Network), and PLDI (Public Library
Development Initiative). An application has been submitted to RADF (Rural Alberta’s Development
Fund).

The Board discussed the Statement of Services — the Return on Investment Report sent to each
participating council. The Statement reports, on a per capita basis, revenue generated and
services delivered, and reflects the concept and practice of pooling and sharing resources.

Proposed amendments to the Agreement were presented for discussion by Kristen Anderson,
Chair of the Governance Committee. Many of the amendments are for plain language and clarity.
The Board suggested other changes be made before the final draft of the revised Agreement is
presented for acceptance at the April board meeting. Once the amendments are accepted by the
Board, they will be sent to all participating councils, and become effective when 60% of the
councils representing 60% of the population approve.

The Board was updated on the outcome of the arbitration over the withdrawal of the Town of Banff
from Marigold. (see enclosed special report)

Draws for Freedom to Read Week displays were won by
Elden Kelln, Village of Acme and Ingrid Thornton, Town of
Drumbheller. The library staff in Acme and Drumheller will
add challenged books to the display for Freedom to Read
Week, February 24 to March 1, 2008.

The next Board meeting will include the Annual General
meeting. It will be held at the Strathmore Travelodge on
Tuesday April 22, 2008 in the evening.

It will reflect more accurate figures, based on actual current
population numbers.

The Board accepted the RISE (Rural Information Service initiativE) financial statement and heard a
report from Art Knight, Consultant/RISE. The project team selected MTS Allstream as the vendor
and anticipate that the 18 pilot libraries and 3 headquarters will be providing videoconferencing
services by March or April. In Marigold the pilot libraries are Airdrie, Okotoks, Drumbheller, Hanna,
Trochu and Rockyford. It is anticipated that all Marigold member libraries will be part of the RISE
network by the summer of 2010.
